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A BRIEF OVERVIEW OF ARUNACHAL PRADESH

Arunachal Pradesh is situated in the North-Eastern part of India with 83743 sq. kms area and has a long international border with Bhutan to the west (160 km), China to the north and north-east (1,080 km) and Myanmar to the east (440 km).  Arunachal Pradesh attained its statehood on 20th February 1987. It has 16 districts and under the unicameral legislature system, it has 60 seats of legislative assembly. The state is represented in the Lok Sabha by two members and one member in the Rajya Sabha.  
Demography 

The population of Arunachal Pradesh is 1.1 million according to 2001 census and is scattered over 16 towns and 4065 villages. The State has the lowest density of 13 persons per sq. km. As against decadal growth rate of 21.54% at the national level, the population of the State has grown by 27% over the period 1991-2001. The sex ratio of Arunachal Pradesh at 893 females to 1000 males is lower than the national average of 933. Total literacy of the State rose to 44.24% from 41.59% in 1991.

When compared with the figures for India, the state of Arunachal Pradesh has fared well only as far as the Infant Mortality Ratio is concerned. In rest of the cases, it lags far behind the nation state. For example, the sex ratio for the state is much below than the national average while the percentage of population living below the poverty line is much higher than for India as a whole. 

Arunachal Pradesh, though strategically very important, is one of the most backward states of the country in the traditional sense of economic parameters. The degree of backwardness could also be judged by estimation of HDI (Human development index). The first ever National Human Development Report (NHDR), 2001 brought out by Planning Commission of India estimated the value of HDI for Arunachal Pradesh at 0.328 in 1991. These findings report that Arunachal ranks at number 27 in the country. Among the North- East states Mizoram ranks the highest and Arunachal the lowest. 

About 80% of Arunachal’s population living in rural areas is dependent on agriculture and 62.29% of total working population is engaged in agriculture. Infrastructure, or most importantly its absence, is the single most impediment in accelerating the pace of development of state. At the time of attaining statehood in 1987, the total road length was only 3419 kms and today it stands at 18,000 kms. The present road density of Arunachal Pradesh is 21. 9 km per 100 sq km against all India average of 73 km per 100 sq km. out of 3863 villages, only 1743 are connected by road. 

By the end of 2006-07, there were only 57 pre-primary schools, 1380 primary schools, 528 middle schools, 142 secondary schools, 81 higher secondary schools, 12 colleges and only 1 university in the state.
