Association for Democratic Reforms (ADR) and Meghalaya Election Watch (MEW) had filed RTI applications with the
Meghalaya Assembly Secretariat asking for the information pertaining to the performance of the sitting MLAs and the current Legislative Assembly (2013-till
date). This report has been generated from the responses received covering the period from 2013 to December 2017.

Analysis of Number of Sittings and Disruptions Occurred in Each Session of Meghalaya Legislative
Assembly
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There were 12 sessions in the Meghalaya Legislative Assembly (2013-2017).

The Legislative Assemblies have been meeting for a very short time despite legislation being the main task of the MLAs. On an average, Meghalaya
State Assembly sat for 19 days per year.

It sat for 96 days from 2013 to 2017.
The longest sessions were the budget sessions for 2013 and 2017(2"¢ and 11" session). Both sessions sat for 15 days each.
